Born and raised in Alaska, Linn Weeda receiveq his

don, Los Angeles, and Rotterdam Orchestras,

Weeda's professional career has been quite varied.As
freelancer in Boston, he was a member of a variety of
orchestras on the East Coast and has been heard na-
tionally on National Public Radio performing on ba-
roque trumpet with the Smithsonian Chamber play-
ers. In addition, Linn has given recitals and performed concertos in a variety of venues in New
England, Mississippi, and Alaska. He has performed as a soloist with the Arctic Chamber Orches-
tra on tour in Alaska and China, and with the Anchorage Festival of Music. Weeda has performed
the Haydn Concerto with the Anchorage Symphony, and has appeared with the Suwon Philhar-
monic in Korea, the UAA Wind Ensemble and given recitals in New York.

As a conductor, Linn has led touring orchestras in a variety of locations in the United States,
Australia, New Zealand and Germany. He has been music director of the Fairbanks Youth Sym-
phony and founded the Tupelo, Mississippi Community Orchestra. In New England, he conducted
a variety of ensembles and was staff conductor of the Greater Boston Youth Symphony. He has
guest conducted a variety of orchestras, including the Fairbanks and Anchorage Symphonies. He
has worked with the Anchorage Festival of Music, most recently as conductor of a concert of ba-
roque music.

His work as conductor in the theater includes performances of the LloydWebber musicals “Jesus
Christ Superstar” and "Evita." He has regularly conducted the Anchorage Symphony in the An-
nual Halloween concert and in Young People's Concerts.

Currently Linn is Assistant Music Director and Principal Trumpet of the Anchorage Symphony,
Principal Trumpet of the Anchorage Opera and the Anchorage Festival.

In addition to his many credits as a performer, Linn has taught a variety of musical subjects in
various settings ranging from marching band in public schools to university courses. He has taught
at King's Lake Music Camp, UAF Summer Fine Arts Camp, and the Fairbanks Summer Arts Festi-
val. Currently he teaches classes in ear training, solfege, music history, music appreciation, and
trumpet at the University of Alaska, Anchorage.

He makes his home in Anchorage with his wife, Mary, who is a violinist and educator.

Gilbert is currently serving as concertmaster of the Lubbock Symphony Orchestra. He previously
held this position with the Baton Rouge Symphony and Knoxville Symphony and has been a
member of the faculty at the University of Memphis, and Hope College. From 1990-1995 Gilbert
was the teaching assistant to Sally O'Reilly at both the University of Minnesota and Louisiana
State University. He has performed and taught at summer festivals around the world, including
the BRAVO! Summer String Institute, Eastern Music Festival, Heidelberg Castle Festival, Spoleto
Festival, and the Sewanee Summer Music Festival.

Gilbert's principal studies were under the tutelage of Sally OReilly and Charles Castleman. He
holds degrees from the University of Minnesota, the Yale University School of Music, and the Ea§tma2
School of Music, and has held fellowships at the Aspen Music School in both chamber musi¢ an
orchestral performance. His chamber music coaches are current or former members of the Juilliard,
Tokyo, Cleveland, Fine Arts and Yale string quartets, and the Eastman and Rafael trios.
